Glen’s ministry is not only
with Tenejero Church of Christ. He actively
assists the pastors of any churches
requesting personal and house to house
evangelism.

Every summer Glen works with Christ in
Youth. He also helps reach and train college
students in the ministry of Christ on
Campus.

Glen uses his knowledge of reflexology to
connect with new people. During treatments
he can share the Word of God. Not only
does the patient find relief from illness, but
learns about Jesus. After rigid Bible studies,
many former patients have decided to accept
Jesus.

The young church has started a music
ministry. Through fund raising efforts the
congregation was able to purchase two
guitars with amplifiers, projector, sound
board and two speakers. Glen enjoys
composing songs to be used in his worship
services.

There is a great need for land to build a big
chapel to house the Tenejero Church of
Christ.
